Relevant Excerpts from the Lanterman Act

W&I Code Section 4535(b) states:

The state council shall, by majority vote of the voting members, elect
its own chairperson and vice chairperson who shall have full voting
rights on all state council actions, from among the appointed members,
described in paragraph (1) or (3) of subdivision (b) of Section 4521,
and shall establish any committees it deems necessary or desirable. The
chairperson shall appoint all members of committees of the state
council. The chairs and vice chairs of the state council and its
standing committees shall be individuals with a developmental
disability, or the parent, sibling, guardian, or conservator of an
individual with a developmental disability.



Relevant Excerpts from November 19, 2014 Bylaws

ARTICLE VII. OFFICERS

SECTION 1. Officers:

The officers of the Council shall be a Chairperson and a Vice - Chairperson
elected from among the self and family advocate members appointed pursuant
to Welfare and Institutions Code Section 4521(b)(1). These officers shall
perform the duties described in these By-laws.

SECTION 2. Election of Member Officers:

Election of officers shall occur once every two years. The election shall be held
during the last meeting of the appropriate calendar year. Only self and family
advocate members shall be eligible to hold office.

SECTION 6. Duties of the Officers:

(a) Chairperson - The responsibilities of the Chairperson are: to preside at all
meetings of the Council; to appoint chairpersons and members to all Council
committees, except the Nominating Committees, to appoint Council
representatives in relation to other agencies and consumer groups; and to
represent the Council as needed. The Chairperson shall have full voting rights
on all Council actions.

(b) Vice-Chairperson - The responsibilities of the Vice-Chairperson are to
perform all the duties of the Chairperson if the Chairperson is absent or if the
Chairperson requests the Vice-Chairperson to do so. When acting in the
capacity of the Chairperson, the Vice-Chairperson has the same authority as
the Chairperson. The Vice-Chairperson also serves as Chair of the Executive
Committee and as Parliamentarian.
