I. CALL TO ORDER, Election of Chairperson Pro-Tem (if necessary) – Chair Robin Wall called the meeting to order at 2:22 p.m. and welcomed everyone.
II. ROLL-CALL – All in attendance introduced themselves and a quorum was established. 
III. OPENING REMARKS AND PROCEDURAL INFORMATION

Council Chair, R. Wall congratulated the 16 new Governor appointed Members on their appointment to the Council and said that she had enjoyed speaking to each of them, by phone.  Council Chair, R. Wall asked that everyone turn off their cell phones, and that everyone take any side conversations outside the meeting room during the Council meeting.
Council Member Julie Wilsted requested that she receive the meeting packets five days before each meeting, so she will have time to review the meeting materials with a facilitator. 

IV. CHAIR’S REPORT

Chair R. Wall then reported that after her recent illness it was really nice to be back with the Council and that she was looking forward to this first meeting of the expanded Council.

B. Dr. Ron Huff – presentation on Department of Developmental Services’ 2003 Autism Report, which updates the 1999 report on Californians with Autistic Spectrum Disorder. 
Dr. Huff thanked the Council for inviting him to the meeting, and gave a presentation on the updated report.   After presenting the updated information and answering questions, Dr. Huff stated that information can also be accessed on the Department of Developmental Services’ web site at www.dds.ca.gov then go to “Autism” for the updated information. 

Council Chair R. Wall thanked Dr. Huff for his most interesting and informative report.

ACTION/DISCUSSION ITEMS:
A. Minutes of the May 19 & 20, 2003 Council Meeting 
Council Member Sascha Bittner stated that the name of an Area Board 5 member, Robin Garrity, who attended the July meeting, had been misspelled.  In addition, the Area Board 4 representative at the July meeting, Katherine Fryer was not listed in attendance.

IT WAS MOVED/SECONDED (R. SKONER/P. MENDOZA) AND CARRIED TO APPROVE THE MINUTES AS CORRECTED.
B. Regional Center Conflict-of-Interest Waiver Request(s) 
THE COUNCIL MOVED/SECONDED (R. SKONER/P. MENDOZA) AND BY UNANIMOUS CONSENT APPROVED REDWOOD COAST REGIONAL CENTER (RCRC) BOARD’S REQUEST  FOR A CONFLICT OF INTEREST WAIVER FOR MS. CLYDE CONNOLLY, A CONSUMER REPRESENTATIVE TO RCRC’S BOARD OF DIRECTORS WITH THE CONDITIONS OFFERED BY MS. CONNOLLY.

Member K. Buono abstained.

C. Council Meeting Protocols:
The Council discussed establishing specific protocols for attendees at all Council Meetings. 

The DRAFT suggested protocols were as follows:

1. Conduct during Meetings

a) All Cell Phones are to be turned off at all times during any Council meeting.

b) All conversations are to be during breaks or taken outside of the meeting room

c) The Chair must first recognize each speaker, before the individual speaks.

d) All posted time limits will be strictly respected and enforced.

e) All speakers will be respectful in speech and manner.

f) Only members of the Public shall speak during Public Comments.  Individuals who are in categories not eligible to provide Public Comments at a Council meeting are as follows:

A. Individuals who are employed as Council headquarters or regional office staff;

B. Individuals who are members of the Council or of a Local Area Board;

C. Individuals who are recipients of Council grants or sponsorships. 

2. Voting  

a) The Council can ONLY vote on items that are listed on the posted agenda (posted on the Council’s web site 10-days prior to the meeting) unless an emergency, as defined in the California Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Law, has been met.

b) Only Governor appointed Council Members (or Department Director’s official designees, as authorized by State Law) are eligible to vote and participate in closed sessions.

c) The Council does not permit proxy voting.

d) Each Council Member must have completed a notarized Oath prior to casting any vote or participating in any closed session. 

e) A Council Member may vote on any matter for which the member has no conflict of interests.

3. Conflicts of Interest

a) All potential conflicts of interest must be voluntarily identified and the member with such a conflict does not participate in the discussion or the vote on any matter for which the member has a conflict of interest, as defined by Council Policy.

b) A Council member has a conflict of interest ONLY when their vote could provide direct financial gain to the individual member from Council funds. 

4. Council Staff Attendance at Council Meetings:

a) Council staff must be authorized by the Council Executive Director to attend Council meetings.

b) Council staff authorized to attend any Council meeting will adhere to all meeting protocols.

Debbie Sarmento from the Family Resource Center Network of California - requested a support letter from the Council for a federal Family Support grant application that they were submitting. 
B. Dr. Barbara Wheeler – Gave a presentation on the results of the University of Southern California/University Center for Excellence’s Follow-Up Study on Long Term Outcomes of Community Program Development Fund Grantees Cycles XX-XXIII that had been conducted under a contract from the Council; and answered questions.  Copies of the draft final report were also distributed.  
C. Possible Modification of Council Grants Policies





The Council postponed any action on this item until it could consider recommendations from the Planning and Program Development Committee at the September Council meeting.

D. Abuse and Neglect of Adults with Developmental Disabilities:

Public statement:  Dr. Nora Baladerian
Council staff presented the latest DRAFT report “Abuse and Neglect of Adults with Developmental Disabilities and the System’s Failure to Provide Equal Protection: A Public Health Priority for the State of California” that was being developed by the Council, the University Centers for Excellence (UCEs) at USC and UCLA, and Protection and Advocacy, Inc. are a collaboration of the federal partners under the Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act.  At the May 2003 meeting, the Council accepted, in principle, the Report and directed that between May 20th and July 14th, all necessary edits for updates and accuracy be completed.  The Council further clarified that “Accept in principle” includes accepting all Report recommendations as written. The Council will finalize the paper, consistent with the previous action.  

Members discussed the DRAFT report.

At 12:30 p.m. R. Wall, Council Chair, convened a closed session to discuss possible lay-off of public employees.   At 1:30 p.m. R. Wall reconvened the open Council meeting and reported that there were no action items from the closed session.  

C. Ratify Actions of the May 15, 2003 Meeting:  





Council Executive Director, J. McDonald, explained that due to the length of the May Council meeting there were three actions that were taken at the May meeting just after several members had had to leave to catch their scheduled transportation home from the Council meeting.  Staff researched the Council’s longstanding custom that once a quorum is established it continues until adjournment, even when some members may leave the meeting room.  Staff has determined that while the longstanding custom may be consistent with Roberts’ Rules of Order, it is not consistent with the intent of the California Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Law.  Therefore, Council staff recommends that the Council consider ratifying three actions taken at the end of the meeting on May 15, 2003, when a quorum was not in the meeting room.
