Executive Summary 
 
The Federal Government asked the State Council on Developmental Disabilities (SCDD, the Council) to 
decide what Areas of Emphasis it will focus its activities and resources on during five years of the State 
Plan.  For each Area picked the Council must give reasons why each Area is important for people with 
developmental disabilities and their families in California.  
 
The Council must also identify Goals and Objectives to work on within each Area of Emphasis.  The 
federal government says the Council shall implement the State Plan by conducting and supporting the 
following advocacy, capacity building, and systemic change activities: 
 

• Outreach  
• Training  
• Technical Assistance  
• Supporting and Educating Communities  
• Interagency Collaboration and Coordination  
• Coordination with Related Councils, Committees and Programs  
• Barrier Elimination, Systems Design and Redesign  
• Coalition Development and Citizen Participation  
• Informing Policymakers  
• Demonstration of New Approaches to Services and Supports  
• Other Activities  

 
The following pages contain qualitative and (estimated) quantitative information regarding each selected 
Area of Emphasis by the CA State Council on Developmental Disabilities (Estimated outcome numbers 
reflect a three-year cumulative of the five-year CA SCDD State Plan).  Estimated outcome numbers come 
from the Basic State Grant reports produced by the 13 Area Boards and grantees from cycle 31 (FFY 

Reporting: 10/1/2008-9/30/2009).  
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1. Community Supports  

 
Goals:  
Californians with developmental disabilities and their families are fully included in all 
aspects of community life.  
 
Californians with developmental disabilities will experience increased inclusion and 

independence through the use of assistive technology.  
 
Californians with developmental disabilities have full and equal protections in all state and federal 
emergency preparedness/homeland security programs.  
 
In the past three-years of the State Plan, over 7,874 individuals with developmental disabilities received 
some form of formal/informal community supports and 15,039 were trained in formal/informal community 
supports. Thus far 834 buildings or public accommodations became more accessible to people with 
developmental disabilities in California. 
 
Many Area Boards are involved in Emergency Preparedness committees and hosted workshops in their 
catchment area.  
 

2. Cross Cutting  
 
Goal: 
The Council will use community education and awareness to shape public policy that 
positively impacts Californians with developmental disabilities and their families. 
 
Cross Cutting measures were successful in educating over 120 policy-makers, educated 
on issues related to Council activities, 120 copies brochures and/or other publications 

were distributed. This year, the State Council staff produced an extraordinary Annual Report highlighting 
Area Boards, consumers, grantees and other activities.  
 
The SCDD website is another activity fulfilled in the SCDD State Plan that furnishes all sorts of information 
for consumers and their families. This year SCDD made a huge leap in reaching consumer satisfaction 
and stakeholder input by converting the federal mandated evaluation surveys into an online format and in 
another language: Spanish. Thanks’ to the Area Boards’ support on this endeavor, the federal 
Administration on Developmental Disabilities applauded the agency for their great effort and outcome! The 
surveys are available on the Council website, www.scdd.ca.gov.

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3. Education & Early Intervention  
 
Goals:  
California infants and toddlers reach their developmental potential and families have the 
necessary supports to provide for their family member’s special needs. Californians with 
developmental disabilities have control, choice and flexibility in the education they 
receive.  

 
In the third year of the 2007-2011 State Plan, the Council did a great job in reaching its projected targets 
in education and early intervention outcome measures:  
 

 The number of students who have the education and support they need to reach their 
education goals through Council/Area Board efforts: 5,246.  

 The number of people trained in inclusive education: 5,332. 

 The number of parents or guardians trained regarding their child’s educational rights: 8,116.  
 
The Council continues to support self-determination and community inclusion of youth with developmental 
disabilities by empowering students and their families with the information and resources they need to 
pursue higher education, providing resources and assistance to higher education professionals and 
informing policy makers.  The Council has been able to do this via the 13 Area Boards and awarded 
grantees.   
 

4. Employment  
 
Goal:  
Californians with developmental disabilities obtain, succeed and advance in employment 
consistent with their interests, abilities, and needs.  
 
The employment figures show impressive accomplishments, especially in program & 

policy improvement & training, through statewide efforts of the Area Boards.  In the third year of the 2007-
2011 State Plan the Council has achieved again its projected targets for all the outcome measures:  
 

 The number of adults with jobs: 1,300.  

 The number of businesses that employed adults: 183.  

 The number of people trained in employment: 1,153.  
 

A great end-of-the-year achievement was the passing of AB 287 (Beall) which establishes an 

“employment first” initiative for services to individuals with developmental disabilities. The Council will 

continue its efforts in the area of employment in the next 4th and 5th year of the State Plan. 
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5. Health  
 
Goals:  
Californians with developmental disabilities will have access to a full range of 
coordinated health, dental, and mental health services in their communities.  
 
Californians with developmental disabilities have control, choice, and flexibility over their 
health care.  

 
Californians with developmental disabilities will achieve optimal health and wellness through the 
prevention of primary and secondary causes of disabilities and promotion of healthy lifestyles.  
 
One of our biggest successes was in people trained in health services.  This was able to happen via 
collaborative efforts from the 13 Area Boards and grantees.  
 

 The number of individuals with needed healthcare services: 6,762.  

 The number of healthcare policies/programs created/improved: 200.  

 The number of people trained in healthcare services: 162,504.  
 
Many Area Boards shared health information at workshops, conferences and fairs as well as conducted 
specified workshops/presentations (e.g., FASD, health, relationships, Autism and more). Many Area 
Boards also participate in health committees and organizations in their respective communities. 
 
 

6. Housing  
 
Goal:  
Californians with developmental disabilities have access to affordable housing that 
provides control, choice, and flexibility regarding where and with whom they live.  
 
The Council achieved its projected targets all housing outcome measures.  A 
respectable end of the year estimated outcome given the current housing crisis and 

affordability issue in California. 
 

 The number of individuals with homes of their choice through Council efforts: 248.  

 The units of affordable accessible housing made available: 118.  

 The number of people trained in housing: 1,484.  

 The number of individual housing programs created/improved: 43. 
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 7. Quality Assurance  
 
Goal:  
Individuals with developmental disabilities and their families have control, choice, and 
flexibility in the services they receive.  Californians with developmental disabilities are 
free of abuse, neglect, or exploitation, and are provided equal access to protection and 
legal remedies when those rights are violated.  
 

Over the 3 years of the State Plan, SCDD exceeded projected outcomes.  Apart from the Statewide Area 
Boards accomplishment in self-advocacy and quality assurance, two grants that were focused on this area 
of emphasis were successful in their efforts as well; People First of California (PFCA) and Partners in 
Policy.  
 

 People First California participated on statewide committees and workgroups testified at legislative 
hearings and committees.   

 

 Partners in Policy participated in the same activities as People First and trained individuals in 
leadership positions.  Eighteen ambassadors made presentations to organizations and agencies as 
well as consumers about the abilities of individuals with disabilities.  

 

The Council was engaged in a number of efforts that support and address issues related to self-advocacy, 
empowerment, leadership, rights, justice, and abuse and neglect. In addition, 16,558 benefited from the 
LQA project. 
 

8. Recreation  
 
Goal:  
Californians with developmental disabilities of all ages will have full access to and 
inclusion in community social and recreation programs.  
 
Over the 3 years of the 5-year 2007-2011 State Plan, the Council met its goals in all 4 
recreation outcome measures.  The Council has been particularly successful in the 

use of technical assistance programs and to expand inclusive recreational opportunities.

● Provided advocacy assistance at IPP meeting on 2-2-10 for young adult with 
autism and behavioral challenges who is seeking to move into his own 
apartment with SLS and IHSS support services. Good progress being made but 
has taken long time and many meetings.  

● Participated in a meeting of the “Advocacy Group” on 2-16-10 which consists of 
the OCRA “CRA”, the regional center’s attorneys as well as their Director of 
client Services to discuss several issues including day care policy and the 
regional center’s role in special education advocacy among others. 

• Provided consultation to parent on appeals procedure and rights on eligibility 
determination for regional center services. Gave information on services of SSA 
and DOR and community college, as well as referral to OCRA. 

• Provided information and phone consult with parent on respite issue with NBRC 
where regional center claimed IHSS Protective supervision satisfied consumer’s 
need for respite.  

• Provided information on his rights to adult consumer who was not satisfied with 
his current living arrangements in a CCF. He moved to a new CCF. 

• Provided information and consult to parent who is also a SLS provider for his 
child who lives out of home. Issue was really vendor issue, and has 
subsequently been resolved. 

• Provided information on rights, consult, and referral to parent who has issues 
with Vallejo S.D. over request for either independent education evaluation or 
referral to Freemont Diagnostic Center. Issue is in process and contact 
continuing. 

• Provided consultation and gave information to several families whose sons and 
daughters contracted transportation was affected by the sudden departure of 
the transportation provider. Advocacy on this issue continued in a number of 
venues by Area 4 Board, including at NBRC Board meeting, Vendor Advisory 
Committee meeting, Service Provider meetings, and at Area 4 Board public 
meeting. A number of recommendations were made which have been 
communicated to NBRC.  

3. Legislative and Public Policy Advocacy (activities that provide public 
officials, public entities, and local constituencies information about 
legislation and public policy): 
• Participated in NBART Training & Employment Workgroup on 2-4-10 in Napa 

where a presentation was made by representatives from the Social Security 
Administration on work incentives and rules affecting individuals and work. This 
is part of an education process the Workgroup is conducting prior to its analysis 
and recommendations on legislative, policy and regulatory changes which will 
be made to NBART. 

• Attended Easter Seals Bay Area’s Autism Community Forum on 2-5-10 in 
Oakland gathering valuable information to inform our work with ACT and 
NBART, and had discussions with other leaders in ASD field on policy and 
practice.
